
What is Southeast Vancouver 
Seniors’ Arts and Cultural Society?

Southeast Vancouver Seniors’ Arts and Cultural Society (SVSACS) is a group 
of dedicated individuals working to have a seniors’ centre built in Southeast 

Vancouver. The centre would house various arts and cultural activities for 
seniors, serving as a meeting and gathering place for the elderly of all ethnic 
backgrounds. The society developed out of the Victoria-Fraserview/Killarney and 
Sunset CityPlan Vision Implementation Seniors’ Centre Subcommittee.

Why is there a need for a new Seniors’ Centre?
Southeast Vancouver’s senior population was over 16,000 in 2005, and that 
number is growing fast. The boomer generation is approaching like a tidal wave, 
and this number continues to increase. Currently, there is no place for seniors to 
call their own in Southeast Vancouver.

“Both my parents are elderly and don’t drive. Presently they are both 
mobile enough that taking the bus is not a problem. However, I (and 
the rest of the family) do worry about their safety should they have to 
travel further than necessary. A seniors’ program within our area would 
definitely be welcomed.”
